Investment Objective and Strategy
The AlphaQuest UCITS Fund's investment objective is to seek capital appreciation over the long term. The AlphaQuest UCITS Fund invests,
on a long and/or short basis, in a globally diversified portfolio representing the major asset classes of equities, fixed income and
currencies. It also gains exposure to commodities, on a long and/or short basis, through the use of structured financial instruments
(“SFIs”). The AlphaQuest UCITS Fund targets, over the medium term, a realized volatility in the range of 10%-12%, in order to adhere to
UCITS investment restrictions.

Quest employs a systematic trading program (the “Program”), diversified by asset class and with individual positions intended to provide a
return over different time horizons, that seeks to deliver positive alpha (alpha is a statistical measurement used to determine the risk-
reward profile of a potential investment). The Program is comprised of a number of trading systems, each of which generates individual
trades. These trading systems generate trades on the basis of price movement indicators which seek to identify situations where there is
potential for an increase in the price volatility of a given market. Risk controls are integrated into the Program to measure the potential
risk associated with trades generated by the Program. Generally, the Program will determine that AlphaQuest UCITS Fund should take a
long position in a market that has shown an upward trending price or a short position in a market that has shown a downward one.

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Performance Commentary

The AlphaQuest UCITS Fund was down -1.3% for the month compared to a flat return for the SG CTA Index and a +3.0% return for the S&P 500
Total Return Index. The Fund modestly underperformed its beta-adjusted exposures to these indices due to congested price action and false
breakouts in several markets. Despite the small pullback in August, the Fund remains up +6.5% for the year.

The market environment remained buoyant in August with equities gaining for a seventh straight month, ignoring the delta variant, slowing
growth in several major economies including China and the effective announcement of tapering of asset purchases by the Federal Reserve.
Remarkably, the S&P 500 has set 53 new record closing highs, the 4th highest in index history since 1926 and the highest since 1995, with four
months still to go. The index has also not had a -5% correction for 211 days, reaching such lengths for only the sixth time in the past 25 years.

These records are primarily the result of the extraordinary and unprecedented level of liquidity injected by central banks into the global
financial system. As seen in the charts below, balance sheets of central banks now exceed $30 trillion, more than double the level since 2014
and the market value of negative yielding bonds exceeds $15 trillion, up from near-zero in 2014.

Among the Program’s sectors, all but equities were negative. Fixed income was the weakest as yields were range-bound driven by conflicting
forces of the impact of Delta variant on growth and rising inflation. Similarly, foreign exchange was choppy and some currency pairs like
USDJPY experienced significant volatility compression. Commodities also negatively impacted the Program, especially crude oil, which had a
false breakdown on growth fears only to snap back later in the month as the Federal Reserve put a dovish spin on their decision to taper asset
purchases by playing down the prospects of rate hikes. Equities were the bright spot in the Program benefiting from strong trends, especially
in the U.S. and technology-biased indices such as the Nasdaq Composite.

Among trading system families, all were negative with the worst performance coming from Intermediate-Term Trend Following, which trades
time horizons of a few days to a few weeks. These trading systems were particularly impacted in foreign exchange where the price
compression was intense. All other trading system families experienced modestly negative returns.

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Portfolio Analysis: What is the optimal combination of the AQO* program with the S&P 500?

As we highlight regularly, the AlphaQuest Original (AQO) program* has substantial and consistent Alpha to the S&P 500. Since inception, the
program's Alpha has been +10.7% per year, after adjusting for its negative -0.5 beta to the equity benchmark. Furthermore, as highlighted in
the June 2021 letter, the Alpha has been positive 17 of 23 years since inception. Given the highly complementary nature of the AQO program
to equity exposures, we are frequently asked by investors what the optimal mix is. Our thoughts are outlined on the following page:

The charts and tables above and on the previous page highlight the powerful diversifying characteristics of the AQO program, particularly to
equity exposures. The analysis also highlights that the sizing of exposure to positively skewed strategies such as the AQO program ought to be
much higher than what most investors expect. In other words, the extent of negative skew exposure in most equity portfolios is much larger
than most investors realize. This is especially the case currently, with record-high equity prices, valuations and skew.

Skew risk is at the highest-level ever 
This highlights that while volatility is currently low, it can change suddenly and significantly

This gap in most portfolios—between the level of embedded negative skew and the level of positive skew required to offset this risk—needs
to be addressed to generate stable, long-term portfolio returns that can withstand changes in market cycles. As demonstrated by its
performance over the past 23 years, the AQO program can play a valuable role in achieving such outcomes.
